There are two options offered for this pattern:

1. Small squareswith heartsor
2. Small squaresno hearts

Please refer to the applicable section depending on your choice. Yioweed to make 24 small
squares in total. As this is quite a large number of squares, we will do 8 in Part 1, 8 in Part 2 and the
final 8 in Part 3. You are welcome to make them all at once if that is your preference.

Small Squares with Hearts

If you have chosen to make the small squares with hearts, then you will need to make 24 small
squares with hearts in totaR0 bottom aligned and 4 diagonally aligned.

NB:The corners for the small squares are worked differently to the centre square which will be done
in Part 1b. It is important to note the difference:

Small Square Corners = (2dc, chl, 2dc)
Centre Square Corners = (2hdc, chl, 2hdc)

This is important to ggvent the larger centre square corners from flaring. It is a key design aspect.
